Then VISIt San Glovannl Laterano (St John Lateran) the Cathedral of Rome (and
another one of the Church’s four major Basilicas) originally dedicated to Christ Our
Savior, and later to St. John the Baptist and to St. John the Evangelist. Adjoining is
the Lateran Palace which was the official residence of the Popes before the
Avignon captivity. Afterwards, visit the ‘Scala Sancta’ (Holy Stairs) where you may
climb the same steps Our Lord climbed on the way to see Pontius Pilate. The climb
may only be done on your knees.
